Fun Filipino Holidays That You Might Not Know About!

Now who doesn't love holidays? A reason to celebrate . Dress up. Honor. But something else to love about the
Filipino culture... we have even MORE holidays to share with you! Start the year off right by marking some more
holidays to celebrate in 2010.

Three Kings Day - January 6

Christmas officially ends on the Feast of the Three
Kings (Tres Reyes or Tatlong Hari in Tagalog). The
Feast of the Three Kings was traditionally commemo-
rated on Jan. 6 but is now celebrated on the first Sun-
day after the New Year. Some children leave their
shoes out, so that the Three Kings would leave be-
hind gifts like candy or money inside. This is also the
day Filipinos finally take their Christmas decors down!

People Power Day - February 25

Commemoration of the 1986 People Power Revolu-
tion. The People Power Revolution was a series of
NONVIOLENT and prayerful mass street demonstra-
tions in the Philippines. These protests were the cul-
mination of a long resistance by the people against
the 20-year running authoritarian regime of then
president Ferdinand Marcos and made news head-
lines as "the revolution that surprised the world".

National Heroes Day - August 30

The Philippines, on this day, commemorates the cele-
bration of the national heroes. National Heroes day
falls every last Monday of August. It is a regular holi-
day in the Philippines remembering the Cry of Pugad
Lawin by Filipino Revolutionary forces called the
Katipunan led by its leader (Supremo) Andres Boni-
facio.

All Saints Day - November 1

For Americans, this is the day after Hal-
loween. But the day after, Filipinos cele-
brate the dead! They remember and
HONOR their dead in the family, clean
the graves, and decorate them with
flowers. While most people would think
this is somber, it is actually a celebra-
tion! Usually a picnic at the graves is
involved, full of merrymaking and laugh-
ter. Everyone goes to the cemetery,
and some even stay overnight.
